Sooner or later, our frantic efforts to raise the dam and extend it would be beaten, and the water would scour its way through our walls. We couldn’t hold the flow back forever. We had to learn to design our lakes to let water flow out as well as in.

We live in a time of change. Change can be invigorating and refreshing, but it can also be bewildering. Over the past few years, the pace of change in society and in technology has increased. It’s as if a gentle stream has turned into a rushing torrent. It often feels as if we are being overwhelmed. No matter how hard we try, like the sand dams of my childhood, we can’t hold the flow back forever. We have to learn how we can let the flow swirl around us without washing us away. In that way we can stay in touch with the changing world without losing our sense of identity. Our natural inclination is to stick with what we know – or at least something close to it – so it isn’t easy.

All over the world, churches are grappling with the same problem. For many people, the churches represent the last island of stability in a chaotic torrent of change. Yet, from the beginning, the message of the Church has always been one of embracing change. The Christian faith requires an unending process of transformation – a change of heart, a change of mind, a change of attitude that brings the individual ever closer to the Eternal. The surprising reality is that those who embrace this particular transformation are best able to survive the relentless pressure of change that rushes around us.

CHUTE WEDNESDAY CLUB

On Saturday 6th August 2005, our Annual Garden Party was held at Fairview, Chute, when a large number of members, friends and visitors attended. It was a lovely summer’s day, and we all enjoyed a very happy and social occasion. The various stalls had a very busy two hours resulting in a profit of £393.00 which will help towards the Club’s funds. Many thanks to all who worked so hard before and on the day to make this such a successful occasion.

Our latest trip was on Wednesday 17th August, when we visited Syon House and Gardens, the spectacular London home of the Duke of Northumberland. The house is built on the site of a medieval abbey and in 1604, Henry Percy, the 9th Earl of Northumberland was gifted the freehold of Syon by King James 1st; it has remained in the ownership of the Percy family until the present day.

The architect Robert Adam created some of his finest interiors at Syon House in the 1760’s. Described as one of the finest villas in Europe, the house was remodelled in the grand neo-classical style, creating a fashionable home, where the 1st Duke and Duchess of Northumberland could entertain on a lavish scale. The present 12th Duke has opened for viewing the private apartments and the state bedroom used by the young Queen Victoria when she resided at Syon during the 1830s. 

The gardens at Syon total 16 hectares, which include a Rose Garden and the Great Conservatory. They are renowned for their extensive collection of rare trees and plants. The lake, overlooked by Flora’s Column, is a haven for wildlife and the views across the Thames-side watermeadows, still grazed by cattle, give Syon a unique rural landscape so close to the heart of London. The centrepiece of the gardens is the spectacular Great Conservatory, built by the 3rd Duke in the 1820s and considered to be the earliest of its kind in the country

Our next trip, on Wednesday 21st September, is to Bognor Regis, claimed to be the sunniest place in Britain! If the records let us down, there is still plenty to do and see. A few seats left - please contact Ann on 730289.

CRICKET REPORT

(Chute XI v Chris Stock XI, 20th August)

Firstly a big thankyou to all who helped make this event as enjoyable as it was. To Jim Foxen who worked so hard getting the pitch ready, to John Burden and Rowan Cherrington for their excellent umpiring, to all the players, to Jon Harries for leading the Chute XI, and to all those who provided sustenance for the teams and supporters, thankyou all.

As for the match, it was a fascinating competition, with fortunes fluctuating in both directions. Although planned as a limited 30 overs match, such a limitation wasn’t necessary. The Chris Stock XI won the toss and elected to bat first, before being all out in 28.2 overs, having accumulated 173 runs. This is the first time Chute have bowled the ‘visiting’ team out in the 3 years of this event, in no part due to Jon Harries 3 wickets for 6 runs, Bill Shaw’s 2 for 34, and Gordon White’s 2 for 12.

173 was generally considered a good but achievable target, and certainly lower than last year’s 208. Jon Harries duly scored 40, Bill Shaw was resolutely undefeated on 43, while Adam Banks and Tim Harker made excellent contributions with 22 and 14 respectively; but despite a much faster scoring rate, Chute were finally all out on 153, after only 23.1 overs. So, despite the higher scoring rate, the ‘visitors’ retained the Chute Challenge Trophy. The umpires awarded ‘Man of the Match’ to Bill Shaw, an excellent choice.

It is, however, the spirit of the match that will remain with me. With something like a 50-year age gap from the most experienced to the youngest player, this truly was an event for all ages. The friendly banter, the sportsmanship, the camaraderie, the encouragement for one and all (irrespective of which side they were on), and the participation of the spectators, surely sum up all that is best about village cricket. CHANGES IN RECYCLING AND REFUSE COLLECTION SERVICES

Kennet District Council have advised that they will be introducing some significant changes in Refuse Collection and Waste Recycling services for both Chute and Chute Forest over the coming year.  For example, early next year a wheelie-bin service will be introduced for refuse.  The various changes involved will however be phased in to make it easier for folk to adjust

The first change will be the introduction of a recycling service during early October.  Each household will shortly receive a black recycling box.   These boxes are to enable a ‘multi material’ recycling service – covering cans, paper, glass and textiles - and they will be emptied fortnightly.   Kennet wish to encourage as much recycling as possible so will be happy to supply you with more than one of these boxes if we need them.

You will no doubt have lots of questions about both the detailed workings of the new recycling scheme and the longer-term changes.   One area of uncertainty that awaits clarification is the KDC statement that some households may be excluded from the new recycling scheme.  So your Parish Councils have decided that KDC representatives should come along and explain their plans in detail, and in person.

By a lucky co-incidence, the next meeting of the two Parish Councils is scheduled for the same date – Thursday 15th September.   So, the first part of their meeting(s) will be thrown open to the public so that you may both hear what the KDC officers have to say on the subject and ask questions.   Do watch for the Agenda(s) on the public notice boards around the 10th September to check for timing and ….. do come along.
