Leisure savings for under 17’s

Young people can now keep fit for less, thanks to Kennet District Council, who have recently extended their range of discounted rates available to young people aged 17 years and under. Reductions are available across a range of activities at Tidworth Leisure Centre. Examples are 50p off all aerobics classes, 50% off tennis, squash or badminton courts booked in off-peak hours, swimming sessions priced at £1.80 as opposed to the adult rate of £2.85 and supervised Fitness Zone sessions, during off peak hours for just £3.00. Children’s Road Safety Sign Project
The following is an extract from the Minutes of the Meeting on 29th June:-

15.1
The Chair noted that this item had been included in response to the concerns expressed by Parishioners at the previous meeting over the risks to children’s safety from speeding vehicles at Upper Chute – mainly on the stretch of road from Malthouse Lane past the Village Green to the Cross Keys. The Clerk reported growing concern and this was supported by Cllr Withers.  The Chair also drew attention to the background material on the Road Safety initiative provided with the Agenda and noted that this had assumed the erection of two signs.   In the event only one was erected – action on the second had been postponed since the traffic had reduced radically following closure of the Cross Keys Inn (Clerk’s note: stored in my garage).  Liaison with the Community Police Officer had produced an assurance of periodic speed checks but now that the Cross Keys Inn had re-opened, and the problem/concern had recurred, it fell to Members to decide if the earlier initiative should be completed by the erection of the 2nd sign opposite Sycamore Cottage. Cllr Withers advised that Mr Humphreys, owner of the Cross Keys, shared her concern and was content that the sign should be erected close to the pub.

15.2
Discussion highlighted a number of points: in particular the general distaste for such signs in a rural environment - they may be said to be in conflict with the Village Design Statement - and that there is no proof that the 1st sign had had the desired effect. At the conclusion Members generally accepted that the position had not altered in any significant fashion from that recorded at the November and December 2004 Meetings.  Erection of the 2nd sign at the place approved by WCC Highways Authority opposite Sycamore Cottage was proposed by Cllr Falla, seconded by Cllr Withers and agreed with one abstention. Cllr Withers volunteered to make due arrangements since the position agreed by Highways Staff was partially on her family’s land. 
Next Meetings of the Parish Council
These are scheduled for Thursday 3rd August and 14th September, at the Village Hall, both at 7.30pm.

CHUTE FOREST PARISH COUNCIL

The Chute Forest Parish Council met on Thursday 20th at the Village Hall or rather outside the hall as the Chairman had forgotten the hall key! Actually, with the hot weather, it was very pleasant sitting under the trees with a cool breeze helping to keep the temperatures down. The meeting was fairly straight forward with only three main items.

Firstly, Pat Caddick asked if she could stand down as our delegate on the Village Hall Committee. We agreed and thanked her for her hard work as our representative and the time she had spent as Chairman, or should we say Chairperson? Our new representative is David Milligan.

In planning, we reported that the request for a new garage at Hatchetts had been passed, as had the removal of two trees on the boundary of Chute Forest Cottage. There was one new application for the demolition of an existing garage at Red House Farmhouse and a replacement in a slightly new position.

Red House Farmhouse is on the Clanville road and is in our Parish. This gives you some idea that, though we only have about 130 parishioners, we are a large parish. As well as nearly to Clanville itself, we go up to Coopers Acre and over to Longbottom on the west.

In any other business the story of the wheelie bins and the ORANGE bags was unfolded. On July the 5th, we had our first collection of the wheelie bins. However 17 houses down the lanes leading to Chute Lodge, as well as having the bins, also had a delivery of orange bags. One of the parishioners rang Kennet to ask which to use. She was informed that she should use the orange bags and that those bags should be taken up to the nearest hard road. A very angry parishioner contacted me and asked me to find out what was going on. This was on Tuesday the 4th of July at 9.30 in the morning. It took me until 4pm to finally get an answer from the council. The Chairman was not a happy chappy!
Briefly, those 17 houses should not have had any bins, and were allowed three orange bags to be deposited at the road. If there was more than three, then the extra one would be left and would have a red notice placed on it. In the end I have managed to get agreement that these bags will be picked up outside the dwellings just as the old black bags were. The Council pointed out that if there had been some form of communication, none of the fuss and bother would have taken place and I was asked, as Chairman, to write a stiff letter to the head of the refuse division. As you can imagine, I am looking forward to this task!

CHUTE WEDNESDAY CLUB

Our latest outing on Wednesday July 19th 2006 took us to Somerset to visit Wookey Hole, an area of mystery, where the River Axe flows out of the underworld and pagan and Christian legends intermingle. Archaeologists’ finds indicate that man has lived in and around the caves for 50,000 years. For people in ancient times, the caves at Wookey Hole were a safe and even comfortable place to live. They were dry, easy to defend, warm in winter and cool in summer.
The bones of tropical and Ice Age animals, such as rhinoceros, bear, mammoth and lion, were found in the hyena den, along with flint tools. Archaeologists reckon that the caves were occupied by hyenas and man alternately between 35,000 and 25,000 BC. The Celts were farmers who had lived in, or near, the cave entrance for more than 600 years. They used the part near the entrance because it was still quite light. They burnt animal fat in simple lamps to explore deeper into the caverns where they buried their dead.

2000 years ago, the Romans arrived to settle the region, build roads and exploit the rich mineral resources of the Mendip Hills. They subdued the local Celts in order to safeguard their newly opened lead mines and transport routes.

In recent times the caves have been turned into a very attractive and fascinating tourist centre, where guides conduct visitors through the various cathedral like caverns following the River Axe from its underground source to the open air.

Our next event is on Saturday 5th August at 2.30pm when we hold our Annual Garden Party at "Fairview", Hatchet Hill. This is our main fund raising event where cream teas are available together with various interesting stalls. This will be our 30th anniversary, and it is hoped that we will have many visitors.

On Wednesday September 20th, we will be visiting Weymouth. Names are now being taken - 730 289.

On July 22nd there was the highlight of the Club’s year: the Flower Show.  Although entries were down on last year, the quality was as high as it always is and we had a great contribution from the Ludgershall members.  The Village Hall looked lovely with tables laden with roses, sweet peas, violas, cakes, courgettes, raspberries and a host of other flowers and produce. It was a treat to see the artistic talent of Chute residents.
