TEAM LETTER

I do hope you all came through the snow we had in February unscathed. It was quite unusual weather for us given global warming etc, and it invited lots of comparisons – which I am sure you have heard, indeed exchanged - with 1991 (the year I arrived in these villages), 1981, or was it 1982? Or even 1963, 1952 or 1947, at which point memories seem to peter out. Two or three observations came to me while the snow was on the ground.

Isn’t the snow beautiful as it falls and settles? How fresh, and clean and bright it is, and how excited we are (not just the children) at how different everything looks. But then, after a few days we get bored with it; it has become a nuisance as our travelling becomes arduous and appointments are postponed or cancelled. It is also hard work shovelling it away to make tracks to our garages and front doors. Perhaps our approach to God can be a bit like that – one moment keyed up and excited about what’s going on, but after a while, getting bored and taking him very much for granted, even finding him a little tiresome because he seems to get in the way.

Another thing was something I noted as I came away from a graveyard at a funeral. Snowdrops, those small green shoots with delicate flowers on the tips, had nevertheless had the strength and determination to shoot up through the packed snow as a kind of challenge to the odds, and to triumph over the elements stacked against them. You might say that snowdrops are designed to grow in adverse winter conditions, but geraniums, for instance, would not survive at all in the same conditions. Even for the snowdrop, eight or nine inches of snow to climb through are more than they are used to. The reality is, of course, that God has made us all different, but there are lessons to be learned in that whatever God has given us; it usually takes effort to achieve our potential.

All that snow and winter cold may seem far away now, as we are getting used to spring sunshine and lighter mornings; but as you read this, we will be approaching Easter. Through our annual celebration of the events of Jesus’ death and victorious resurrection, we are reminded, as year after year winter is followed by the snowdrops and spring that God is faithful and his purposes are eternal. He does not fail in the coming of the seasons; nor will He in his plan for the restoration of all things to Himself, and that includes you and me.

“It has recently been necessary to remove ropes and swings from the tree on the Upper Chute Village Green and advise the parents of the children involved that the Council could not give anyone permission to climb trees on Council land.  It is the Council’s responsibility to maintain appropriate insurance cover on behalf of the community and children climbing trees was an activity too fraught with risk to be acceptable to the Insurers.”

I should emphasise that the Parish Council, which represents all of its parishioners, has no legal choice in this matter, and can’t ignore ropes and swings when erected.  The insurer’s refusal to cover us (and therefore you) is driven by practical experience.

However, it is unlikely that any action will take place before Wiltshire County takes the reins in June this year.

Amenity Skips.
Councillor Close reported that the land owners had agreed for the skip to be positioned on their and asked for authorisation to arrange the hiring of the skip.  Councillor Close volunteered to produce and distribute a flyer giving details of times dates and location.  Members RESOLVED to authorise the skip hire.

WCC Cllr Report.
WCC Councillor Hall informed the Members that the Implementation Executive had confirmed that the Tidworth Community Area, would have its own Area Board as opposed to being in a combined board with Pewsey. He also informed Members that the planning process under Wiltshire County will be very similar to the current process however in the interim any planning applications that the Members required to be “called in” are to be referred to him for action.

Wiltshire Constabulary Report.  Mr Spackman reporting on behalf of Wiltshire Constabulary informed Members that only two calls had been received in the last 3 months both of which were of a minor nature. He also informed members that reported that following a review the Rural Neighbourhood Policing Team will combine with the Ludgershall NPT and a Sgt, 11 police constables and three PCSOs will be based at Tidworth Police Station.  PC Graham Wilkins will head the Rural NPT and in addition there will be a dedicated Rural Crime Team lead by PC Randle.  PCSO Claire Davidson is leaving to start training as a regular policewoman; however her replacement is yet to be nominated.

TIDWORTH DEVELOPMENT TRUST COMMUNITY AREA AWARDS

At the presentation at Chute Club on Wednesday 18th March, some 40 awards were presented to approximately 40 people, or groups of people, across the 16,000 people living and working in the Tidworth Community Area. The following were recognised for the contributions they make to the Chutes:

Jim Foxen

Chris Stock

Barbara & Wally Long

The citations made, and their awards, were as follows:

Jim Foxen was nominated by Chute Forest Parish Council for, amongst other village matters, his long association and service towards the maintenance and upkeep of the King George Playing Field in Lower Chute

Jim is a Chute villager, having been brought up in the village. In his younger days he played both cricket and football when the village had teams for both sports. Later in life he developed into the sort of person the village could depend on, quietly and behind the scenes.

For a long period he was a very active member of Chute Forest Parish Council, and still is, a member of the Chute Fete Committee. He also finds time each week to remain a resolute member of the Chute bellringers, practicing every Thursday and regularly ringing for Sunday services at St Nicolas, Upper Chute.

However, cricket remains one of his loves, and after his playing days he became a member of the ‘shed group’. This was a small gathering who would attend every home fixture, sit by the machinery shed, and woe betide any member of the team that did not play up to their high standards.

When in the 1980s John Burden was asked to set up the Playing Field Committee, Jim was the first person asked to become a member, and he has remained so ever since, including a long period of service as the Vice Chairman, a position he still holds to this day.

Jim has ‘expanded’ that role to take on the responsibility of all aspects of the smooth running of the playing field throughout the year, including all of the other non-sport activities held there, and without him it is felt that the quality of the field, both surface and amenities, would not be of the high standard that has been achieved and maintained. He is religiously out on the field mowing from the seat of the little grey tractor - that is most probably older than him - a sure sign of his dedication.
Chris Stock was nominated by Chute Parish Council, for having been a key member of the Chute community over many years. Much of the social cohesion and community spirit enjoyed within the villages that make up the Chutes is as direct result of his tireless activities.

He has been a long-standing church-goer who has been a Church Warden, leading member of the Church Choir and patron to much of the vital work undertaken by the Church for the Villages. He has also been a long standing member of the Village Hall committee helping to steer a path for this precious village asset through challenging times. 

He has led the editorial team writing the monthly community newsletter, the Chute Chronicle. This wonderful institution has been kept alive by a small team and he has been a leading light. In addition, he has set about rejuvenating the Chute website and linking it to the Chute Chronicle. This has involved learning web-design skills and making this web site a truly useful aid to local life.
Chris has created and energised a new Chute Cricket Club comprising a team of local volunteers willing not only to play, but to make wide-ranging improvements to the cricket pitches and practise nets for the greater good of the whole community. In doing so he has brought the quintessential English game to one of the most idyllic English Villages. 
Chris’s current activities – cricket club and choir – cut across all sectors of our community and have engaged young and old, newcomers and long term residents, owners and tenants. As a consequence these activities are a significant aid to the community spirit and the coherence of the Chutes.

All this work is done with his customary smile and boundless enthusiasm. Chris is a true stalwart of the Chutes who deserves to be recognised and is thoroughly recommended for a Tidworth Development Trust Community Area Award.

In addition to recognition of his activities as above, Chris was also awarded one of four the Sgt Paul Oatway Shield acknowledging the long term impact of his work in the community, and as recognition that his inspiration has encouraged others to also get involved.
Barbara & Wally Long were not nominated as one of the 40 or so ‘regular’ nominations, including those awarded to Jim and Chris, and as such a copy of their citation is not available. However, they were singled out by the Awards Committee as a couple who had spent a lifetime serving the community, and were therefore awarded the prestigious Tidworth Development Trust shield which recognises just a significant contribution to the Community Area. 
Included in their list of contributions were the Village Hall, the Dancing and Gardening Clubs, being the voice of Chute for the Pulse and Castledown Radio.
