The Elephant in the Room


It is blindingly obvious, but utterly ignored.  Everyone knows it is there, but no-one speaks of it.  It is what is called the “Elephant in the Room”.  A typical example is the story of the “Emperor’s New Clothes”:  a pair of fraudsters persuade the Emperor to buy expensive clothes made of a material so light it cannot be felt or seen; when he goes out, no-one has the courage to state the obvious, until a child blurts out the truth – “He’s got no clothes on!”


One modern-day problem is over-population.  History tells us that too many people competing for too few resources will lead to wars, famine and mass migration.    We can see it in our daily news, where the ongoing conflict in central Africa is about the control of resources; famines are now commonplace; and waves of migrants keep trying to force their way into Europe and the United States.  But when it comes to climate change, the “Elephant in the Room” is overpopulation: the “carbon footprint” of nine billion people’s daily lives – breathing out carbon dioxide! – is massive.


Here in our communities, the “Elephant in the Room” is the effect of the retirements of the Savernake Team clergy from mid 2011 on.  Year by year there are fewer clergy for full-time posts; it is becoming harder and harder to attract clergy to rural posts, and to find those who have the resources to deal with the stresses of working in a number of communities.   It will take time to find replacements, and they will have to cover more parishes than before.  This will affect more than the church congregations – school worship, weddings and funerals will be harder to arrange, for instance.


When faced with an “Elephant in the Room” our first reaction tends to be to go with the flow and pretend it isn’t there.  But nothing will happen until  - like the child in the story – we face the truth.

Parish Councils

No reports received this month.

Dog Fouling in Chute Parish

A number of complaints about dog fouling have been made to Chute Parish Council recently.  We have therefore re-visited the regulations on the subject and a summary of these is given below:-

Under the Clean Neighbourhood and Environment Act 2005 it is an offence if you fail to clean up after your dog has fouled. It is also an offence under this Act if you fail to dispose of the faeces responsibly in a dog poop bin, a household rubbish bin or a refuse bin.

People who fail to clean up responsibly after their dog will face having to pay a fixed penalty fine of £75 or go to court and risk a fine of up to £1000.

Aside from the general unpleasantness, there are significant health issues associated with dog foul and children are at greater risk of getting some of the associated diseases because they tend to be more in contact with the ground - whether through playing football or simply digging in the dirt and then putting their fingers in their mouths or rubbing their eyes.

The Parish Council is conscious that it has no direct powers to deal with this very real problem and, if the level of complaints does not significantly reduce, they have only one way to respond to pressing complaints – to ask for the help of the Wiltshire Council. Dog Warden.  We have asked what his response would be to such a request for help; he has advised that he would visit the area on a regular basis, issuing £75 on the spot penalty notices where appropriate.    He has also indicated that part of his remit would be to arrange for the completion of witness statements (by any person witnessing a person failing to clean up after their dog) again resulting in the issue of Fixed Penalty notices.  Your Councillors hope that it will be unnecessary to invoke external assistance – the on-the-spot penalty system has always been felt to be inappropriate -  and ask all dog owners to try to eliminate the incidence of dog fouling in the Parish.

Chute CC v Chris Stock Family XI, Sat 2nd August
Cancelled due to rain.
Linkenholt CC v Chute CC, Sun 9th August
What a wonderful game of cricket, and what a fabulous local derby!
Put into bat first on a pitch that was still soft below the dry surface, Chute attacked Linkenholt’s bowling with a vengeance; Charlie Gold (86 not out) again led the way, but was very well supported by Andrew Appleby (40), Adam Banks (33), and Christopher Hopton (15) who, between them, amassed 19 fours and 4 sixes. 
Chute’s 206 for 7 in 35 overs was the club’s highest score since being resurrected in 2006. Full credit though to Linkenholt’s bowlers who did not make life easy for the batters, especially Mark Terry with 3 for 47, and young Charlie Dale whose line and length bowling deserved more than his 1 for 34. The wicket of the innings though, was surely Steve Cummins ’ superb stumping of Christopher Hopton off Mark Terry, really excellent glove work.
Not to be outdone, James Dale led Linkenholt’s response with 3 fast fours, before B Britter (24), Eddie Lay (27), Steve Cummins (25), Charlie Dale (19 not out) and Mark Terry (37) all made valuable contributions. Chute shared the bowling around using 9 bowlers, such was the depth available, with Dan Staff and Jon Harries taking 2 a-piece, the latter to excellent catches by Christopher Hopton and Charlie Gold dismissing Eddie Lay and Steve Cummins respectively.
206, however, was a very high ask, Linkenholt’s excellent innings closing at 183 for 7, just 24 runs short; while it may be a cliché, cricket was again the winner in this very well fought contest.
Chute 6 a-side Tournament, Sunday 16th August
With 6 sides playing, this promised to be an exciting day’s cricket, which is exactly what players and spectators alike were given. 
The teams were split into 2 groups, and while Chute Cavaliers and Linkenholt CC were expected to win through Group A to the semis, as they did in that order, the effort and determination shown by Chute’s new ladies team, Marilyn Cripps’ Chute Crickettes, was none the less admirable with some excellent performances, notably Trudi Tobutt with some fearsome batting, Fiona Libby with commendable glove work, and Courtney Shubrook, Trudi Tobutt and Robyn Tobutt with their bowling.

Group B was less predictable. The Badgers CC, visiting Chute for the first time, showed enormous potential and were quickly tipped as early favourites to be tournament winners; they duly just edged the group from the promising individuals in Dan’s Colts, but that meant no further progress for the experienced Paul Struthers ’ Chute Chargers.
As the day progressed, so the quality, competitiveness and excitement of the cricket increased. In the first semi final, Dans’ Colts had the edge over the Chute Cavaliers until the last over of the Cavaliers’ innings when they put on 16 runs for a total of 65 (off 5 overs) overtaking the Colts highly competitive 58, at that point the 2nd highest total of the day. The second semi was no less thrilling, with Linkenholt amassing 51 runs overtaking the Badgers’ 50, with just 2 balls to spare; this was thrilling cricket at the best, and resulted in the Group A winners and runners up scheduled to meet again in the 8 over final.
In the final, George Truby, with 64 not out, was the main contributor to Linkenholt’s 110 for the loss of just 1 wicket in the 8th and last over, Chute Cavaliers’ bowlers just could not find their way through some impressive attacking, which included nine 6’s and four 4’s, albeit on a boundary reduced to 40 yards for the day.
