MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON THE 18TH JANUARY 2001-01-22

The Minutes were approved on a proposal by Jim Gale and seconded by Diane Merritt

MATTERS ARISING

RESURFACING – Bill Withall told the Council that the government had allocated £2 million pounds to be spent on minor roads.  He said that the roads at Chute Cadley had been earmarked as a priority, especially at the junction out side Keepers cottage.  Jim Gale said that the whole road through Chute Cadley from the War Memorial to Eagle Cottage was in a very bad state of repair and should be looked at.

PLANNING PROCESS –  The meeting was told that Peter Veasey was still following up the council’s concerns and would keep it informed.  Jim Gale said that it was the process of the planning department that caused concern. That minor amendments were really a red herring the major problem was, that the Parish Council were unaware of the plans for final applications put before committee.  Jonathan Sykes reiterated this by saying that redesigns and modifications go before the committee after the Parish Council has made comments on the original plans and they are not aware of the changes and modifications until the property has been built.

Jim Gale agreed to draft a letter to Brad fleet stressing the Council’s concern at this process.

CHILD SAFETY  -  The meeting was informed that the police have been making an effort to check for speeding in the villages and would continue to do so.  The Chairman said that a careful eye should be kept on the situation.

CORRESPONDANCE

 The clerk read out the refusal for planning permission at Hookwood Estate.

The minutes of the Playing Field AGM were read out. As a result of this Jim Gale asked that Rowan Cherrington should be invited to the next Parish Council meeting, in order to discuss the forward financial planning for the Playing Field, especially in view of the fact that a large area of income had been lost. A letter informing the Council of the date and procedures for the 2001 census and inviting applications for enumerators was read out.   It was agreed that an article should be put in the Parish Magazine explaining procedures and asking for candidates.  Action Clerk

The Chairman agreed to write to the Devises court in reply to their appeal for support in not allowing the cessation of trials being held there.  Action Chairman

It was decided that the storing of sandbags was not necessary, although it was agreed that the Clerk for Chute Forest should be informed that Tom Vallis and David Shaw had been flooded at lower Chute.  Action Clerk

 A cheque for £66.00 in payment for the village Hall rent was raised on a proposal by David Brown and seconded by Diane Merritt.
