ITEM 3 : APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES

The minutes of the meeting held on 10th may 2001 were corrected by the substitution of 'Mr Coward' for 'Mr Kyle' at para 4.1 and were then approved and signed as a correct record. Proposed by Jim Gale; seconded by Jonathan Sykes. 

ITEM 4 : MATTERS ARISING
4.1
RURAL WHITE PAPER   The Clerk advised that there were no minutes available from the recent WCC meeting.  Jim gale confirmed that the recent WALC meeting had had little to contribute on the subject.

PLAYING FIELDS   The minutes of a recent Playing Field Cttee (PFC) meeting were read by the Clerk. Following general discussion it was noted that a grant from CPC funds was anticipated by the PFC.  Also that agreement (jointly with CFPC) would be needed for the substantial expenditure on improved play equipment proposed by the PFC.   It was agreed that visibility of the audited accounts for the Playing Fields would be a pre-requisite for action on both items and the Chairman undertook to write and request provision of these. THATCHING OF WELL HEAD    The Chairman thanked David Pike & Jonathan Sykes for arranging the trimming of overhanging trees to facilitate the work.  David Pike advised that the thatcher should begin work in a couple of weeks and that the work was likely to take two weeks to complete  The Clerk was asked to clarify the arrangements for payment of the KDC grant towards the cost.  Action : Clerk

VILLAGE DESIGN STATEMENT   Jonathan Sykes, the CPC representative, reported that community action was moving steadily ahead. The main committee had met twice and heads of the specialism teams appointed.  He also noted that Mrs Pat Caddick had joined which should help ensure that the element of Chute Forest Parish at Chute Cadley was included.   Mr Sykes also noted that, since the VDS effort was so well established as a community project,  Amanda Holroyd had been invited to help.

FOOT AND MOUTH DISEASE    The Clerk reported that, according to the Wiltshire CC website, there had been no further developments on access to Rights of Way since the policy change announced on 25 May.  Jonathan Sykes advised that there was scope for confusion following that change but that he and other farmers/landowners would continue to allow as much flexibility/access as was reasonable.

LENGTHSMEN SCHEME    The Clerk reported that he had arranged for the area co-ordinator to call and had received assurances on the way  lengthsmen would operate and link with other levels of road maintenance. All arisings reported to the Clerk had been recorded and passed on for action.

GABLE END - NAME CHANGE   Against the historical background now provided by Mr Simpson it was agreed that the proposed change was reasonable.  The Clerk advised that Mr Simpson was happy to provide full historical data for VDS Team purposes: this was noted by Jonathan Sykes.

GREEN FARM COTTAGES   Jonathan Sykes confirmed that development was unlikely to begin until September due to occupation by bats.   David Pike agreed to provide an amendment to the minutes of the last Annual Parish Meeting  as agreed on the 10 May meeting of CPC.   Action  : David Pike

LANTERN COTTAGE    Full planning permission had been granted for a two storey extension. The Clerk also advised that an application had now been received for a new garage and drive/entrance:  the Council decided to review this on site following the end of the meeting.

LITTLE LOVINGTON   An application to erect a single storey extension was reviewed at the meeting.

POLICE PRESENCE   David Pike advised that PC Mike Bayliss was leaving since PC294 John Davis was returning to cover this area.   People had noted the foot patrols carried out morning and evening and appreciated the presence: this appreciation had been passed to the officers at Tidworth Police Station.

CYCLE SAFETY    David Pike also advised that he would be arranging for cycle safety training in late July/early August.

PLOT FOR SALE    David Brown noted that a small plot adjacent to Lantern Cottage had been put up for sale. It was agreed that this was too small for a dwelling.

U/C 8063 - SURFACE DRESSING     After discussion it was agreed that the u/c 8063 (from the C262 at Lower Chute through Chute Cadley to Tangley Bottom) was in greater need of re-surfacing than e.g.  Chute Causeway.   The Chairman undertook to speak to Mr Dennis Compton and seek his agreement to inclusion in the current programme with, as necessary, the suggested offset.  Afternote : the appropriate assurances have subsequently been obtained.
