ITEM 1 :

ITEM 2 :
DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS :       There were none. 
ITEM 3 :
APPROVAL OF  PREVIOUS MINUTES

8.1
Approval of the Minutes of the meeting on 12th May 2005 was proposed by Cllr Harker, seconded by Cllr Bernard,  and approved by all.  

ITEM  4 :
MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES
4.1
Parish Wells (Item 9.1)   Cllr Brown advised that the specialist previously commissioned was no longer available. He had identified another possible candidate to carry out the survey and would report back soon.   Action : D Brown

4.2
Residence Location Data (Item 9.2)   The Clerk stated that receipt and record of the data forwarded to KDC had been confirmed in a letter from the Software Manager.  However, no progress had been made in ensuring that this up-dated data would be used by the emergency services. There were a number of issues raised in the KDC letter and, after summarising these, he proposed that the letter be circulated so the matter could be considered fully, and action agreed, at the next meeting.   This was agreed by all.    Action : Clerk.
4.3
Environmental Conservation – Volunteer projects (Item 9.3)  The Clerk read the latest advice obtained from BTCV – including the costs involved – and it was agreed there should be no further action.

Lime Tree at Chute Cadley Green (Item 9.4)   The Chair advised that Mr Pocock, the tree surgeon,  was still unable to schedule the work in the absence of Electricity Company scheduling of dis-connection of the power lines – to be kept in view.  Action : Clerk

Breach of Planning Conditions (Item 19.4)  The Chair noted that KDC had confirmed the breach and that advice of further outcome was awaited.
ITEM 5 :
ACCOUNTS FOR THE YEAR ENDING 31 MARCH 2005 
5.1
The documents presented with the agenda were discussed with the Clerk, as RFO, and it was noted that Mrs Orlik, the Independent Internal Auditor, had signed Section 4 of the audit return without qualification.

When all questions had been dealt with the Chair turned to the proposals in the agenda as follows:-

5.2.1
Approval of the Accounts as presented, duly audited by Mrs N Orlik,  was proposed by the Chair, seconded by Cllr Harker, and agreed by all.

5.2.2
Approval of Section 1 of the Audit Return, Statement of Accounts, and the supporting analysis was proposed by Cllr Bernard, seconded by Cllr Harker,  and agreed by all.

5.2.3
Approval of Section 2 of the Audit Return, Statement of Assurance, as submitted, was proposed by Cllr Harker, seconded by Cllr Brown, and agreed by all.

ITEM 6 :
BUDGET : FORECAST OF OUTCOME FOR YEAR ENDING 31 MARCH 2006
6.1
The budget presented with the agenda by the Clerk, as RFO, was discussed with particular emphasis on the content of the notes - including the proposed use of reserves.  The assessed absence of any unmanageable risk in the ‘financial risk assessment’ for the year was discussed and supported.  Acceptance of the Forecast of Outcome as presented was then proposed by Cllr Bernard, seconded by Cllr Harker and agreed by all.
ITEM 7 :
FLY TIPPING

7.1
Cllr Brown  advised that there had been few instances in the last 6/8 weeks, and these of a minor nature. He therefore proposed that action be held in abeyance until the position worsened – in the meantime all should keep this matter in view.  This was agreed by all.
ITEM 8 :
REPAIR OF BUS SHELTER – APPROVAL OF TENDER
8.1
The Clerk recapitulated the sequence of actions to date culminating with Mr Quirk being given the opportunity to provide a revised estimate solely for repair, i.e. without betterment . Mr Milford was also to be given the opportunity to confirm that his original estimate for repair without betterment ( dated 25 November 04) was still valid and this he had done – The Clerk noted that Mr Milford would probably be unable to carry out the work before Autumn. The Clerk also advised that his inquiries had established that neither Mr Quirk nor Mr Milford (Grandis) were vat registered. 
8.2
The Chair noted that the choice was therefore between :-  Mr Quirk @ £980 and Mr Milford @ £595 and he did not feel that he could justify presenting the higher bill to the Council’s insurers.  He therefore proposed that Mr Milford’s estimate should be accepted and that he should be asked to carry out the work as soon as practicable.  This was agreed by all.  The Clerk to advise Mr Milford accordingly.   Action : Clerk 
ITEM 9 :
DRAGONS TEETH PILOT SCHEME
9.1
Cllr Brown confirmed that the families with property facing the triangle opposite St Nicholas Church were not opposed to the erection of ‘dragons teeth’ to protect this area.  He also noted that the PCC would be reviewing the issue of parking but that excluding the occasional car from the triangle would not be of significance.  The Clerk read a resume’ of the advice from WCC and HCC.  Apropos the ability of large vehicles to turn without encroachment on the ‘triangle’ it was agreed that modern field tractors could have some difficulty but had no cause to execute turns there:  Cllr Brown would take steps to confirm the route and width of the KDC Refuse Vehicles. Action : Cllr Brown
9.2
It was then agreed that the next step was to produce a drawing showing the precise location of the intended dragons teeth to support a submission to WCC Highways Authority.  An authoritative map (OS?) of the area would be a pre-requisite and it was suggested that Cllr Sykes might be able to produce a blow-up of the small area concerned so that a working group could press ahead with detailed measurements etc.   Action : Clerk to inquire of Cllr Sykes

ITEM 10 :
FINANCE – APPROVAL OF PAYMENTS
10.1
Payment of £11.00 to the Village Hall was proposed by Cllr Harker, seconded by Cllr Brown, and agreed by all.

ITEM 11 :
PLANNING APPLICATIONS
11.1
The Clerk read the following  record of actions since the last meeting - all were content:-

51600/O West Limmer Barn, replace barn with stables & cabin : conditional support by PC :  Approved by KDC
51973/F  Englemere House, stable/storage block.  No objection by PC : Approved (amended) by KDC.  (see note below)
52038/F  Land opposite ‘Jimila’, erect house.  Objection by PC :  Refused by KDC
52066/TR2  1 Butte Hill, Tree work.  Conditional support by PC : Approved by KDC

Note:  The Clerk noted that the version approved was for a smaller building but in a changed  location. This had been done without any ‘re-consultation’ with the Council so he had obtained a copy of the revised plan which was on display for members. No action was felt to be necessary. 
ITEM 12 :
WILTSHIRE WASTE DEVELOPMENT FORUM - REPRESENTATION
12.1
The Chair drew attention to the papers e.mailed by the Clerk on 10th June and noted the developing importance of the subject and of  PC representation at the Forum meetings - supported by WCC Cllr Hall - but he was unable to attend on a working day.  This was the case for all but Cllr Brown undertook to try to attend the next meeting of the Forum.  Action : Cllr Brown 
ITEM 13 :
DOG FOULING
13.1
The Clerk read the 11th June Kennet News Release emphasising the KDC commitment to prevention of dog fouling with its risk to the health – particularly children.  It also publicised the availability of free ‘poop scoop’ bags from KDC .  The Clerk also advised that he had arranged to receive a consignment of these bags and would be prepared to supply to parishioners on an ‘as requested’ basis.  It was agreed that the Clerk should arrange to put a supportive article in the Chronicle together with advice of availability of the free bags. Action : Clerk
ITEM 14 :
WEB-SITE

14.1
The Chair noted eMail advice from WCC to the effect that ODPM had tasked Local Government to enable Parish Councils, inter alia, to have their own web presence.  County and District representatives were consulting with a view to making such facilities available by the end of Summer 2005.  The Clerk had confirmed members interest and had received an undertaking to provide an update on the facilities planned later in the month.  In the meantime Cllr Brown undertook to produce an outline requirement for consideration with the latest WCC advice at the next meeting. Action : Cllr Brown & (agenda) Clerk

ITEM 15 :
PROPOSED BALL GAME RESTRICTION IN TIBBS MEADOW 
15.1
The Clerk briefed on a parishioners request, anonymity requested and maintained, to apply the same ‘No Ball Games’ restriction applied by Shaftesbury Housing Ass’n in the eastern section of Tibbs Meadow to the western part. (Clerk’s note – only 3 houses owned by Sarsen Housing Ass’n all othere privately owned)  The Community Safety and the Legal staffs at KDC had been consulted and had confirmed in effect that such a restriction was only possible if agreed by all residents and even then there was no bye-law which could be used to support such a restriction.  The Clerk indicated that the original request had subsequently been withdrawn.

15.2
Discussion underlined Members long standing concern over the restricted play facilities in the area. In particular, none had been provided at any stage in the development of Tibbs Meadow with its predictably high incidence of children.  It was agreed that the Chair should re-visit the final letter sent to the Agents of Mrs Mustey over the possible availability of land for such a purpose in Upper Chute.  Action : Chair  
ITEM 16 :
ANY OTHER BUSINESS
16.1
Grass Cutting Volunteers   The Clerk advised that Mr Tony Todd had agreed that his gardener (Stuart) could use his equipment to cut the grass on the main section of the green at Upper Chute. It was agreed that he/they, and the other principal volunteers, should be thanked in the Chronicle. Action: Clark
16.2
Road Drains    The Clerk was asked to make further efforts to have the road drains cleared on Malthouse Lane and those leading into Chute Cadley/Lower Chute. Action : Clerk
16.3
Verge Cutting   The Clerk was also asked to convey Members appreciation of the good work done this year to the appropriate staff at KDC.   Action : Clerk.  
16.4
School Holidays & Children’s Noise   In response to a number of informal comments from parishioners, the Clerk was asked to include a brief note in the Chronicle asking parents to exercise some consideration for the older members of the community in particular.   Action : Clerk 
16.5
Brief by WCC Councillor   Cllr Robert Hall suggested the most efficient means by which he and the Council might work together. He then moved on to outline the pressures on the County Council which were already evident to him as he took up the reins. Finally he recommended continuing close liaison with the Community Area organisations; focussed on Tidworth.
