ITEM 1 : 
APOLOGIES :  Cllr Bill Shaw - on holiday.  In his absence, and as arranged with Cllr Shaw,  Cllr Withers, Vice Chair, took the Chair for the meeting.

ITEM 2 :
DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST :    Cllr Conder noted that, on reflection, he might have been thought to have an interest in Item 10.2 given that his wife had become friendly with the applicant but maintained that this had not affected his position on the matter. The advice was noted but it was agreed that in most cases planning applicants were known to varying degrees by most if not all members and,  particularly since his position had not been exceptional and all Members knew both the applicant and the principal objector, this was not felt to have been prejudicial. 
ITEM 3 :
APPROVAL OF  PREVIOUS MINUTES

8.1
Approval of the Minutes of the meeting on 23rd June 2005 was proposed by Cllr Harker, seconded by Cllr Sykes,  and approved by all.  

ITEM  4 :
MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES
4.1
Parish Wells Survey (Item 4.1)   Cllr Brown advised that he had made contact with a suitably experienced person and expected to meet with him in the next 10 days. He hoped to report progress to the next meeting.  Action : D Brown

4.2
Budget (Item 6)    The Chair noted that the Clerk/RFO had provided, with the agenda, a June Forecast of Outcome amended to reflect the changes in disposition of funds agreed at the last meeting.  
4.3
Dragons Teeth Pilot Scheme (Item 9)  It was noted that suitable maps had been made available and the working group of Cllrs Sykes,Brown & Conder would now press on with measuring up the area and assessing practicalities for the eventual submission to WCC. It was agreed that the following matters which were ’understood’ should be recorded:-
4.3.1  Once the basic assessment had been completed, the Clerk would attempt to produce a covering draft proposal, hopefully for consideration at the next Meeting.
4.3.2  Agreement in principle should be sought from WCC first – after which local consultation (including KDC) would precede any decision on implementation.

4.3.3  Cllr Sykes would arrange for the adjacent section of Tibbs Meadow hedge to be cut to aid 
movement and clarify the width of road available for large vehicles such as waste trucks.
4.4
WCC Web-site (Item 14)  Cllr Brown noted that he had produced some guidelines on basic Parish Council needs and , following agreement ex cttee, had sent these to John Rogers the WCC Programme Manager.  Updated advice on the planned community web-facilities had since been received but were still at a higher/more general level than would show if Chute’s needs had been taken into account.  The Clerk was requested to record Cllr Bown’s input  (see below) and seek Mr Rogers confirmation that these would be  accepted so that the necessary decisions and local liaison could be arranged .  Action : Clerk

· A place to circulate and archive the monthly community magazine. 

· Places for the various village committees and societies to circulate their specialist information 

· Also a village web log for communication on day-to-day issues of note

We need our own editorial control and while we have access to most IT skills, we will need access for nominated people with perhaps limited skills to add content. Maybe with a small moderating team with the tools to edit / remove inappropriate material.”
ITEM 5 :
FINANCE – APPROVAL OF PAYMENTS
5.1
Payment of £329.00 to Mr Ian Pocock for work to the lime tree at Chute Cadley was proposed by the Chair, seconded by Cllr Harker and agreed by all.  The Clerk was asked to convey the Council’s thanks for an excellent job.  Action : Clerk
ITEM 6 :
RESIDENCE LOCATION DATA – NOTE PROGRESS
6.1
The Clerk advised that the KDC Software Manager had confirmed he was unable to edit or correct  maps supplied by OS and that there was no mechanism to advise OS of errors or changes required.  However, their most up-to-date information, including that supplied by this Parish Council, was fed into the National Land & Property Gazeteer (NLPG).  Further, that Emergency Services have, or will soon have, access to this source.  The need for circulation action (see last minutes) had been overtaken by his inquiries as follows.  
6.2
As regards future developments, he had established that the matter had been recognised by Government and introduction of a ‘National Spatial Address Infrastructure (NSAI) was being undertaken by the ODPM.  Detail could be found on the ODPM web-site but the principal thrust was to incorporate data from NLPG, the National Street Gazetteer, the  Postcode Address File and the Ordnance Survey AddressPoint.  It was suggested that introduction of this Infrastructure should resolve the concerns of this Council in the future – hopefully within the next two years – and this was accepted
6.3
As regards the current situation,  the Clerk had e.Mailed Mr Richard Claridge, Senior Operations Manager (Communications) at Wiltshire Ambulance Service on 15 July: had given him the gist of the above information,  and had asked for confirmation that the Wilts Ambulance Service emergency crews use NLPG data - if so this would effectively by-pass the problems in getting OS map data updated. The Clerk had also asked him if the Hampshire Service similarly used NLPG data.  The message had been acknowledged but, to date, no response had been received.  The Clerk was asked to pursue this.   Action : Clerk
ITEM 7 :
BENEFITS TAKE-UP PROJECT

Given the anticipated pressure on the September meeting agenda,  it was agreed that a representative of this project should not be invited until (provisionally) the November Meeting.
ITEM 8 :
BUTTS HILL TO ‘WILDWINDS’ RIGHT OF WAY
8.1
The Chair noted that the occupants of ‘Wildwinds’ had voiced (to the Chairman) a concern that the width of this ‘track’ should be formally on record so that all those with rights of access, including potential owners of property conducting searches through KDC, should be clear on this point.  It was noted that those with rights of access included not only the current property owners but also KDC and this Parish Council.  The meeting was adjourned briefly to allow members of the public to attempt some clarification of matter and then re-convened. The Clerk noted that he did not believe he had a record of this information and that it might not be available. After some discussion it was decided that, since the Parish Council had some interest in the matter, the Clerk should make enquiries of KDC and report at next meeting.  Action : Clerk 
 ITEM 9 :
KDC WASTE MINIMISATION/RECYCLING STRATEGY
9.1
The Clerk noted that this document had completed circulation on 2nd August. It was agreed that the document was very general in nature and the application to Chute Parish was less than clear. KDC Cllr Peter Veasey proposed that he arrange for a senior officer to come to the next meeting and brief Members on the specific intentions for the Parish.   This was agreed.  Action : KDC Cllr P Veasey & Clerk
