ITEM 2 :   RECEIPT OF DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST  :  There were none.    

ITEM 3 :   APPROVAL OF  PREVIOUS MINUTES

Approval of the minutes of the meeting on 13th May 2010 was proposed by Cllr Micklethwait, seconded by Cllr Harker and agreed by all.  

ITEM 4 :   MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF MEETING ON 13th MAY 2010

Item 17.2.2. KGPF Management Brief    In accordance with the ‘Clerk’s Note’ to this Item,  the briefing material was consolidated,’ tidied’, and presented without material alteration as a single document for acceptance – this was accepted by all.
ITEM 5 :   MANAGEMENT OF KING GEORGE PLAYING FIELD (KGPF)
5.1
Appointment of  Councillor (Voting) Members.    The Chair noted that Chute Forest PC had agreed that there should be a single Councillor appointed by each Council, that these should be the sole voting members, and had appointed Cllr Cherrington.    On a proposal by Cllr Sykes, seconded by Cllr Harker and agreed by all,  Cllr Brown was appointed as the Chute PC member of the KGPF Management Committee.
5.2
Appointment of  Volunteer (Non-voting) Members.    The Chair noted that Cute Forest PC had appointed two non-voting volunteer members to the Committee – Mr J Foxen and Mr C Stock.  It was agreed that Chute PC’s appointee, Mr J G Burden  (Clerk’s note : see Item 10.1 of 13th May minutes) was the first of two such appointments they intended to make: a second would be considered in due course. 
5.2.1    The Council unanimously recorded that, although the appointments of these volunteers were necessarily non-voting,  the work devoted by them to the Playing Field should be recognised.  Specifically to recognise that the day to day operation and maintenance of the Playing Field, not to mention the unfailing enthusiasm and specialist sport advice, depends on these volunteers.
5.3
Acquisition of Direct Control of KGPF Account(s).   The Chair drew attention to the following specific resolution by CFPC at their meeting on 20th May 2010:-

“Item 10.1    RESOLVED that the King George account was to be frozen with immediate effect and was to remain frozen until Terms of Reference for Councillor Appointee had been drawn up and endorsed by Chute PC and Chute Forest PC.  Therefore the current Management Committee must refer all decisions on financial matters to the two Councils. ”
On a motion moved by the Chair it was unanimously agreed to endorse this resolution.  The Chair then undertook to jointly arrange with Chair of Chute Forest PC to meet with the Treasurer of the KGPF Management Committee and arrange for their signatures to be authenticated with the Bank concerned. (Clerk’s note : Two accounts with Allianz & Leicester Commercial Bank understood to be involved.  Current A/C  No. 31 864 3286 and Deposit A/C No. 32 657 3283).   ‘Terms of Reference’ for the Councillor appointees are dealt with below.
5.4
Terms of Reference for Councillor Appointees.     It was recognised that certain basic TORs were required quickly to enable the Councillor appointees to take control and to provide for the ongoing operation of the Playing Field. The following were unanimously agreed to represent reasonable and fundamental terms which should be recommended to Chute Forest PC for endorsement and use as soon as practicable:-

5.4.1 The Chairman of the KGPF Management Committee must be one of the two appointed Councillors (voting members).

5.4.2 The Chairmanship should rotate (annually?) between the two Councillor appointees (Chute and Chute Forest PCs).   
5.4.3 The Chairman should not have a casting vote in the event of any dispute. In such circumstances the issue must be taken back to full council(s) for resolution.

5.4.4 All proposed capital spend must be referred back to full council(s) for specific authority before any commitment may be made by the Committee.

5.4.5 All cheques require two signatories.  One of the signatories must always be a Councillor appointee.        
5.5
Finally, the Chair noted that the point recorded at Item 17.2.1 of the 13th May minutes, that it might prove necessary during the current year to move to the more statutory conventional arrangement of a ‘lead council’,  had now also been recognised by Chute Forest PC (Clerk’s note : CFPC minutes of 20th May 2010 – Item 10.1.1).   It was agreed that this was a matter which would be explored once the above arrangements were put in place.

Dog Waste – Disposal      A new twist on the perennial problem of dog waste was the report that some people were collecting the waste but disposing of the bags on neighbouring land.    In view of the advice that dog waste could be disposed of in conventional waste bins, it was agreed that the Clerk should make inquiries about the possibility of one or more bins being placed in the Parish.
