Community Area Grants
£50,000 is available during 2011/12 for local projects where the funding can be matched on a 50/50 basis.

Waste Transfer Site Proposal Ludgershall

Nearly 300 people attended the meeting in Ludgershall to discuss the above. It was unanimously agreed to request that Wiltshire Council re-address as Ludgershall is considered totally unacceptable, particularly as the site would be next to the new £30 million academy

Planning Matters

Cllr Howard requested that his skills are utilised, particularly with regard to planning issues

Cllr Howard gave his apologies and left the meeting

The adjournment continued as the meeting was attended by Mr Wilshire of Upper Chute to raise concerns over the growth of Japanese Knot Weed at the entrance to the allotments. This is a notifiable weed, and action has been taken in the past. This was again noted.

PLANNING APPLICATIONS
6.1 to note and confirm all received and/or processed since last meeting

Cllr Quirk handed over the Chairmanship to Cllr Harker
E/11/0656/FUL Regrading of Land to South and South West – Longview Malthouse Lane Upper Chute.

A site visit was carried out on June 7th and attended by Cllrs Quirk, Withers, Taylor and Sykes and by Mrs Wall (Clerk). 

Cllr Sykes gave the background to this application for the benefit of Cllr Harker.

The site slopes steeply down to the south west corner with a large shoulder of spoil on the north/ south boundary and a very steep bank adjoining the track to the paddock, which infringes on the privacy of neighbouring properties.

The proposal by Cllr Sykes is a tree-planting scheme of Hawthorne and Hazelnut and other native wood running on 15 metres wide from the north south boundary. The trees to be of a size approved in consultation by Wiltshire Council.
The tree-planting scheme in the original plans needs fulfilling and completed before the end of the planting season in 2012.

This proposal was seconded by Cllr Taylor and agreed by all.

This application was there approved with these conditions.

Cllr Sykes left the meeting at 8.25pm

ITEM 8 :  KING GEORGE FIELD 
The meeting was joined by Chris Stock Chairman of King George Field.

8.1 Budget 2011/12 

The chairman of King George Field proposed a budget for 2011/12 showing actuals for 2010 plus a budget for 2011/12

£1200 has been accrued for mowers and £300 in reserve

8.2 Audited accounts will be completed week ending June 18th and the field is in a better position that expected. With regard to rates, the football and cricket clubs are now approaching market rates, although the electricity bill is still very high.

8.3 Discuss KGF Constitution reference cheque signatories. 

Chute PC have an obligation to appoint two members as cheque signatories and one councillor to join the King George Field Committee. Until then, the AGM cannot take place.

Cllr Quirk agreed to be the Chute PC Representative, and Cllr Quirk and Falla will act as cheque signatories. Chute Forest PC need to also action two signatories

8.4 KGF May AGM

Chris Stock (Chairman King George Field) agreed to set a date as agreed in the constitution and inform members.

Cllr Harker raised the question of tree work and responsibilities.

It was identified that the council have responsibility for the roadside boundary and the Guinness’s for the remaining boundaries.    

ITEM 9. ANY OTHER BUSINESS

9.1 Amenity Skips

Wiltshire Council no longer subsidise amenity skips. Mrs Wall obtained three quotes, the cheapest being £160 plus vat. Which is considerably more expensive than previously paid.
