WILTSHIRE COUNCIL REPORT

Cllr Howard raised the issues of redundancies at Wiltshire Council particularly relating to senior 

management. The council is proposing a total of 220 redundancies, which will create a saving of £8m

It has been radically proposed that the post of Chief Executive is deleted plus the reduction of four

 senior posts to three which will create a saving of £500,000. The results of the consultation are awaited.

Cllr Howard gave an update of the funding available to Parish Councils. 

He gave Everleigh Parish Council as an example in which they are proposing a Hog Roast,

 Bouncy Castle, Mugs and Gazebo’s.

Mrs Wall gave an update on our proposal to create a joint event with Chute Forest PC, which will

 include a Hog Roast, Band, and Beacon.

Cllr Taylor raised that the stile at the corner of Parsonage Farm and Englemere House 

was broken. When previously replaced by the council it was repositioned. It is now 

close to a barbed wire fence and is considered dangerous. 

Action – Clerk to speak to Wiltshire Council

At a recent meeting between Cllr Taylor and the Community Support Officer, Complaints

 were raised about the speed of traffic from Cross Keys, particularly after events.

 The police requested a hard copy of the Chronicle so they can have a presence in the future.

Action – Cllr Quirk to discuss this with the landlord of the Cross Keys.

An additional complaint about the speed of traffic on Hatchet Hill was also raised

 Particularly after Football matches at the weekend.

Cllr Withers raised that replacement reflective posts are required by the church. 

It is suggested that signs on the fence would be more appropriate.

Complaints have been received by the allotment holders that the Debenham’s dogs

 were fouling in the allotments.

Cllr Taylor raised the problem of Satellite Navigation Systems taking vehicles up 

Chantry Lane, also through Parsonage Farm and Forest Lane. All of these routes are 

unsuitable for either small vehicles or in the case of Forest Lane HGV’s

Action - Clerk to investigate via Satellite Navigation companies
The Clerk reminded the committee that a new  EMERGENCY NUMBER 101

 number was being introduced by the police from September 19th for non- emergency

 incidents.
