PLANNING APPLICATIONS

6.1
To decide response to  E/2011/1369/FUL Prospect Cottages – New building

The Chairman requested an update from Cllr Howard on his discussions with Wiltshire Planning Department.

Cllr Howard emphasised that two issues were important. The principle for the previous three applications for development were refused on the grounds of not being sited well with 2 Prospect Cottages. 
The application submitted for the new house is smaller although not changed in style.
The design and access statement was very comprehensive and the design of the building fitted well within the site but the materials were not conducive with the design.
The meeting was adjourned at 7.45pm to allow members of the public who attended the meeting to speak in favour or against the planning application.

Lisa Jackson from Jackson Planning represented the immediate neighbour to Prospect Cottages and raised the following points as follows:

How will the development affect occupants of nearby houses and would the development enhance the area?

The impact on Peel house would be significant, and create an overbearing situation due to the different ground levels. The second test is on area legal planning and must preserve or enhance a conservation area. If it is possible to infill in a conservation area, the design must enhance the area.

The proposed planning design is not appropriate particularly with a slate roof. The Timber cladding is more appropriate to outbuildings.

The Application was also incomplete from the last application with the plot ratio based on Tibbs Meadow

Members of the public raised the following concerns and comments:

1.The previous two applications were refused because it would consolidate a close-knit area and this application would take up 70% of the current gap. 

2. The planning application was flawed, as applications should start with considering the impact on people who live in proximity. Discussions should have been taken place to see if consensus could be reached, but this process did not happen. Sensible suggestions for this piece of land would be welcomed if applicants consider appropriate in future.

3. There is a need for low cost housing, for which the Parish Council should sponsor a debate for the future. This development is not appropriate.

The Meeting reconvened at 20.00

The views of the councillors are that development may be needed in the village, but this is not the site for this application and we must be guided by legislation.
