The statistics on the area do not apply directly to Chute, but centred on Ludgershall, with the 

following information:

The life expectancy is 1.5 years less than the national average.

Cancer and cardio related illnesses are the highest in Wiltshire. 

The ratio of 1636 per 100,000 people admitted to hospital is one of the highest

Domestic violence and alcohol related incidents are the highest in Wiltshire.

A study group on transport reported that residents in the area without cars found life very 

difficult.

Everleigh have gone from four bus’s a day to one. Although this is not such a problem in the 

Chutes Cllr Sykes commented that an early bus would be appreciated due to the high teenage 

population in the Chutes.

Car share Wiltshire has been successful. The online system carsharewiltshire.com enables

 people to advertise, apply and share cars into work
