ITEM 1 : APOLOGIES

1.1
None 

ITEM 2 :  DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

2.1
J Sykes declared his interest in Item 7.1  as the applicant for planning permission. D Brown declared his interest in Item 6 as the holder of a Civil Pilot's Licence.

ITEM 3 : APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES 
3.1
Two minor corrections were made, to paras 4.3 and 4.4.  The minutes were then approved and signed.  Proposed by Jim Gale, seconded by Amanda Holroyd.

ITEM 4 : DISCUSSION OF MATTERS ARISING

  4.1
THATCHING OF WELL HEAD   The Chairman recorded that 'K S Thatchers' appeared to have done a very good job.   The Clerk advised that the KDC Conservation Officer responsible for approving the grant-in-aid had inspected the completed work and declared herself satisfied: the grant had now therefore been approved.  David Pike also advised that the thatchers had supplied creosote with which the structure could be treated:  the wood had been power washed and he would see to the creosoting.  The Council recorded it's thanks to  all concerned on the successful conclusion of this work.

David Pike suggested that both the Thatcher's work and the KDC grant-in-aid be  acknowledged in the Chute Chronicle.  The Clerk undertook to see to this.  Action Clerk 

4.3
WORK BY LENGTHSMEN      It was noted that some of the required tasks had not been properly completed.  Examples quoted were (a) the drains down Malthouse Lane - not cleared  (b)  tree debris on margins of Dummer lane - still not cleared - skid danger  (c)  road patching at junction opposite Upper Chute telephone box - inadequate.   The Clerk undertook to follow-up.  Action : Clerk.

FOOT AND MOUTH DISEASE    The Clerk read a notification from Wiltshire CC to the effect that all RofW were now open at Central Government direction.  The effect of this was 'no change'.

4.5
MINUTES OF LAST ANNUAL PARISH MEETING    The Clerk confirmed that David Pike had provided the amendment agreed to be required to reflect concern expressed by a Mr A Parker vis a vis the possibility of damage caused by contractors once work began on the Green farm Cottages site.   This amendment would be incorporated forthwith.

4.6
LITTLE LOVINGTON - PLANNING   The Clerk advised that planning consent had been issued for the single story extension.

4.7
U/C ROAD 8063 - SURFACE DRESSING    It was noted that road re-surfacing  work was under way in the Parish but that there was no sign that the subject area was to be included.  J Sykes advised that he had discussed this with Dennis Compton of the Highways Dept and had been told that  "The policy is now to patch the roads in Autumn which, in turn, would give them a clear run at re-surfacing the following Summer.  The cycle for the road in question would begin with patching this Autumn and therefore resurfacing in Summer 2002." The Council agreed to keep a watching brief for the promised sequence of actions. 

ITEM 5  :  PLAYING FIELD GRANT
5.1
The Chairman produced a copy of the Playing Field accounts for the year ending 31 Mar 01 - provided by Mr R Cherrington - and these were reviewed.   He advised that the Playing Field  Ctee  was exploring the possibility of a KDC grant in aid of improved playground equipment.  Further, that the Council would be consulted before any commitment to such a major investment was made since any spend over £500 must be referred to both Chute Parish Councils for agreement.

5.2
The Chairman then sought agreement to the release of a £200 grant to the Playing Field Committee in accordance with provision in the budget (confirmed by the Clerk).  This was agreed,  proposed by Amanda Holroyd, seconded by Diane Merritt.

ITEM 6  :  BOSCOMBE DOWN DEVELOPMENT
6.1
The Clerk read the letter sent by the Chairman to Michael Ancram MP on 19 July, copied to interested parties,  expressing concern over the proposed development and potential for noise pollution in the Chute Villages - this will now be circulated with background papers.   A response had been received from Mr Ancram advising that MOD had been asked for advice of the position.  Salisbury DC Planning Dept had also acknowledged receipt of the letter.  

6.2
Mr Veasey explained that KDC had been consulted by  Salisbury DC and had indicated that they were concerned over the size of the proposed development and that any Tanker Fleet noise should be minimised.  The Council expressed it's dissatisfaction with the weakness of this stance and asked Mr Veasey to represent  their views to Kennet District Council as a matter of urgency. 

ITEM 7  :  PLANNING
7.1
Crystal Palace/ New Zealand Farms - Application for outline planning permission.  The Chairman stated that he would call an extraordinary meeting to deal with this.  It was agreed that the meeting would be held at 19.30 on the 9th August - preceded by a site visit.

Hookwood Estate - Office  -  Notification of appeal to Secretary of State.   The Clerk read out the letter sent by the Chairman to DEFRA Planning Inspectorate.  This maintained the Council's original objection and supported the KDC refusal to give planning permission.

PAYMENT FOR THATCHING OF WELL HEAD    The Clerk proposed that payment of the invoice for £1762.50 (VAT incl) for the thatching work - as per estimate -should be made as soon as the KDC grant of £750 had been received.   This was agreed, proposed by the Chairman and seconded by David Pike.
