ITEM 3 :  PLANNING APPLICATION K/58241/F (Yew Tree Cottage, Cadley)






3.1
The Chair noted that the papers had completed circulation and that an on-site meeting had been held on 15th March 08.  He then advised that a copy letter to KDC from the owner of the adjacent property (Homestead) had been received expressing ‘no objection’ to the application. 
3.2
After considerable discussion the Chair took steps to clarify the outcome by putting the following proposals:- 

3.2.1
That the application be rejected outright :  there were no votes in favour.
3.2.2
That the application be accepted outright :  there were no votes in favour.
3.2.3
That the application be rejected in its current form but some indication given of the basis on which it might be acceptable – a qualified objection.  This was agreed by all to be the best approach and it was noted to be broadly in line with the position adopted by Tim Harker.

The Chair then undertook to produce a summarised form of words to reflect Members’ concerns and which, if resolved satisfactorily, might lead to a more favourable response to a further application to develop the property : to be agreed by e.mail and forwarded by the Clerk to KDC to meet the 26 March deadline.
