ITEM 1 :   APOLOGIES  :  Cllr Falla (Military Duty) : Cllr Sykes (Family) : Cllr Withers (Family). 
ITEM 2 :   DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST      There were none.

ITEM 4:   :  MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES

Item 11.1 - Mobile Home facilities on ‘Longview’ land .  The Clerk read the interim response from the KDC planning officer.  All agreed to keep this matter under review.

ITEM 5 :   TIDWORTH COMMUNITY AREA (Pilot) BOARD

The Chair led a discussion of the minutes of the 12th January 09 meeting.  Policy decision to continue to support separate  (from Pewsey CA) Area Board, in particular, was discussed at some length and supported. It was noted that Chute Forest PC had also supported this position.
ITEM 6 :   PLANNING APPLICATIONS

E/09/0070/TCA – Tree Work at Earnley Cottage, Upper Chute.    After discussion, Cllr Quirk proposed ‘no objection’ to this application : seconded by Cllr Harker and agreed by all.

ITEM 7 :   Governance & Accounting – Clerk’s Training

The Chair proposed the attendance of the Clerk/RFO at a WALC seminar at Devizes on 17th March on accounting issues – cost £23 (vat incl) – agreed by all.
ITEM 8 :   Permanent TRO on Chute Byways 32/34/36.

The Chair noted that a 1st stage consultation by WCC on the proposed imposition of a permanent TRO had been received too late for decision at the previous meeting and with a deadline before the current meeting.  Consequently the response, in support, had been agreed by e-mail and despatched dated 30th January 2009 without public discussion.  In the circumstances he asked the Clerk to read out the text of the response and proposed formal confirmation of the Council’s position as stated : this was duly agreed by all.

The Chair also noted that following his earlier suggestion to WCC Cllr Fleur de rhe Phillipe, she had recently made a fact-finding visit to inspect the byways accompanied by Richard Broadhead the Rights of Way Manager.  This had been attended by the two landowners who were responsible for supporting and executing the extensive repair work to the subject byways.  The Chair had also attended and felt that it was a useful event and had, as a bonus, also considered the value for money aspects of the various possible outcomes.

ITEM 11 :   WC DEVELOPMENT CONTROL SERVICE- SEMINAR

The Chair briefed on the event he attended at Tidworth on 4th February.  Overall WCC were reassuring and the fact that their ‘Eastern area’ staff would be our existing Kennet District Council staff was regarded as a good omen.  
ITEM 12 :   ALLOTMENTS/’LONGVIEW’ BOUNDARY
12.1
The Chair presented a copy of the plan to be used to establish a ‘determined boundary’ as proposed by WG Sykes, Chartered Surveyor in his letter dated 2nd February 09.  This was identical to the version approved by the Council at their meeting on 30th October 2008 with the exception of the addition of an explanatory note requested by the Land Registry viz “ The exact line of the boundary to be determined is between points A-C and lies to the north of all physical features running along that boundary”.  The surveyor’s advice (Clerks’s after-note : also that of the Land Registry officer involved) was that the effect was to leave the owners of ‘Longview’ with the responsibility of maintaining the boundary.   After some discussion, on a proposal by Cllr Harker seconded by Cllr Micklethwait and agreed by all,  it was agreed to accept this amplified version of the plan and it was duly signed  by the Chair.
ITEM 13 :   
BEST KEPT VILLAGE COMPETITION 2009

Discussion established a lack of interest in this and, particularly since the Gardening Club (logical sponsors) had shown no interest, this should not be pursued.  






ITEM 14.    ANY OTHER BUSINESS
14.1
Wessex Water Reservoir Activity   The Clerk read a response to the inquiries prompted by the Chair. It was felt to be acceptable and the Clerk was asked to clarify some detail and place an item in the next issue of the CHRONICLE.    Action : Clerk

B.T. Pole at Chute Cadley Green  Cllr Harker reported some local concern that action promised by BT Openreach to provide underground routing for some services and remove the ‘additional’ pole had not occurred.  The Clerk noted that action had been pledged in June 2008 and undertook to hasten this. Action : Clerk

Adequacy of Grit Bin Provision   The recent snow/ice had produced requests for additional grit bins. The Clerk noted that this had coincided with a notification from WCC that they were reviewing the justification/adequacy of such provision and calling for Parish Council involvement.  It was agreed that the Clerk should place an invitation to suggest changes in the next issue of the Chronicle. Action to produce a co-ordinated input to WCC could then be scheduled for a future Meeting.  Action : Clerk

Community First Initiative – Encouraging Link Schemes & The Link Project  The local Link Scheme continued to deserve full community support and was felt to be in good shape.

  Community First Initiative  - Alternative solutions to Post office Services.   The approach seeking to research these and find community representatives to purse them was felt to be worth encouraging. The Clerk was asked to copy detail to the two Public Houses and the Club to see if there was any interest.
