  Cllr Sykes gave the details of the RTA on Chute Causeway where he was involved with assisting the person involved and waited for 90 minutes for an ambulance. He confirmed that the emergency telephone operator was very unhelpful and could of resulted in the death of a young girl.

Mrs Wall confirmed she had written to Cllr Howard who has involved Claire Perry, as these were not isolated incidents. Mrs Wall to follow up Cllr Howard.
