The Chairman welcomed everyone and opened the meeting.

2. Minutes of the Last Meeting.  Signed as a true record
3. Matters Arising .    None
4. Response from Mr and Mrs Tiley with regards the Shipping Container. 
4.1.1 The Shipping Container has now been removed.  No further action is required.

5. Response from Church Conservation Trust.    A letter has been received from the Church conservation Trust detailing the process of work on the hedge bordering St Mary’s Church.  No further action is required.
6. Speed Limit Signage.  Dennis Compton has provided details of the requirement for speed limits to be imposed.  Chute Forest does not qualify for a 30 mph speed limit.  If Chute Forest wanted to apply for “Gateway” signage to make drivers aware of driving through a village, Chute Forest may apply but would need to provide a good artist’s drawing of any signage, the Village name sign should be included and the highways requirement for distance from the road side would need to be accommodated.  No further action required.
7. Village Design Statement  The latest version of the Village Design statement has now been received and circulated.  The Parish Council will not respond to this document but will ask individuals to respond with their comments.
8. Planning.  
8.1.1 The Old Dairy:  The planning enforcement officer (Mr Ian Ward) has been notified of the skylights in the garage of the Old Dairy.  A letter from Mr Ward has been received stating that the rooflights were approved as minor amendments.  The Parish Council would like it noted that it should have been notified of this variation.

8.1.2 Hazel Grove:  There are numerous variations in the construction to the approved plans and again the enforcement officer has been notified.  The PC has received a letter from Mr Ward and awaits further information.  It is understood that the KDC planning department have their own queries with the construction.
8.1.3 Covered Horsewalker – Tangley Estate.  The PC has received notification of the meeting to be held on 21st July with regards to the application from Mr and The Hon Mrs Marriot change of use from Agricultural to Equestrian with a covered horsewalker.  The Parish Council have requested Mr Veasey make representation at this meeting with the parish council’s objections.

8.1.4 Application received from Mr and Mrs Tiley:  A Boundary Wall.  The Parish Council believe this to be out of keeping for Chute Forest and will therefore raise this as an objection

8.1.5 Outcomes on recent planning applications: 

a) Replacement of Shed:  The Old Stables: Granted

b) Listed building consent Chute Forest Cottage: Granted

c) Variation in Occupancy: Woodlands Grange: Granted

d) New Dwelling Land opposite Jimila: Refused.

9. Finance   The Parish Council has not previously subscribed to Community First but believes it receives the Magazine through its subscription to Walc.  The Parish Council will not subscribe this year.

11. Footpaths.  Nothing to report.
12. King George Playing Field:   Two bookings since the last meeting of the PC, The Fete and Jazz in the Park  both held with success.
13. Roads:  The repair of the wooden sign has been booked by Dennis Compton.  
14. Village Hall   Jazz in the Park is understood to have been profitable.
15. Sale of Gates.   The Gates are still available for Sale.  It is possible that the Village Hall may be interested.  The Parish Council will continue to offer them for Sale at £50 or ONO.

16. BT Phone Box.    The BT Consultation with regards converting the pay phone on the Village Green to a cashless facility is regarded as an inevitability.  There are no objections to the proposal.
17. Brig Hall.  Brigadier Hall introduced himself to the PC.  His career has been in the Army.  He has lived locally for many years, initially in Burbage and latterly in Manningford Abbott.  He has served as a Church Warden and Parish Councillor.  His intention will be to attend a couple of Chute Forest Parish Council meeting per year.
