14.1 KDC P Veasey reported that Central Government has given the go ahead for Wiltshire CC to become a Unitary Authority.  However, there is to be a judicial review on the 13th September 2007, which may have a bearing on the government’s decision.  In light of the current situation, KDC has set up a sub committee to study the future of KDC in some detail.  Furthermore, it is worth noting that it is unlikely that a new unitary authority could be up and running much before early 2009.
Members noted KDC P Veasey’s report and thanked him keeping them up to date, and will await a definitive outcome.
14.2 C’llr Close reported that the alternative notice board doors need some small catches that he will source and fit.
14.3 The Chairman reported that the Village Green grass has not been cut due to the departure of Roly Williams.  The Chairman will endeavour to find a volunteer.
