JANUARY 2009
Minutes of the Chute Forest Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 15th January 2009.

Present:  C’llr R Cherrington (Chairman) C’llr D Close (Vice Chairman), C’llr P Caddick and C’llr D Milligan and C’llr D Pike
In Attendance:  Mr P Gill Clerk, Kennet District C’llrs C Howard & A Wood. 
1. Apologies for Absence.  Wiltshire County Council - C’llr R Hall, Kennet District Council C’llr P Veasey and PC M Randle.
2. Declaration of Interest in Items on the Agenda - Local Authority (Model Code of Conduct) order 2007.  To receive any Declarations of Interest on any agenda item to be discussed.  None declared.
3. General Public – No questions asked.  
4. Minutes of previous meeting.  Minutes of the previous meeting of 15th November 2009 having been circulated, C’llr Pike proposed that the minutes be signed as a true record, seconded by C’llr Close
Carried and duly signed by the Chairman

5. Matters arising – None that do not appear as agenda items.
6. Correspondence - As received and if necessary held at the clerk’s office.
6.1 WCC – Area Boards Consultation.
Cllr Caddick lead on this item by giving an overview of the consultation and informed Members that the Members of the Tidworth Community Area Pilot Board (TCAB) had resolved to support the option of two separate boards for the Tidworth and Pewsey areas.  She then outlined the advantages and disadvantages of the options in the consultation paper.   Following a discussion 
Members RESOLVED to let the status quo of two separate Boards for Pewsey and Tidworth Community Areas to stand for the time being.

8.
Planning. 
 Having considered the following planning items as received from Kennet District Council
8.1 K/59810/TR2– Proposed works to trees on the roadside opposite the Friars Hatchett Hill Lower chute for Mr L Allen to consist of the crown lifting of a holly tree, an ash tree and seven sycamore trees, and the cutting back of the hedge away from the road. 
Members had previously RESOLVED not to raise any objections.

8.2 K/59748/F – Notice of granting of Full Planning Permission for the demolition of a single garage and erection of a double garage and increase to width of site.
Members noted the granting of permission.

9.
Footpaths.
C’llr Close reported he had walked the village footpaths and had no issues to report.  Moreover, he informed Members that the Council did not meet the criteria required to submit a request for a grant under the WCC Parish Improvements Grants Scheme.
10.
Playing Fields.
The Chairman reported no issues with the playing fields but did report that Mr Jim Foxen had recently been hospitalised but was now at home recovering.  The Members directed the Clerk to write to Mr Foxen wishing him a speedy recovery.

Village Hall.
C’llr Milligan reported that the Village Hall Committee is not working very well due to the Chairman’s position remaining unfilled.  The Members expressed some disquiet at this situation.
12. Roads. 
C’llr Pike reported that WCC & KDC are still working on trying to find solutions to the flooding issues in the vicinity of Cadley Bottom.
 13.  Amenity Skips.
C’llr Close reported no further progress due to being unable to make contact with the new owners of the land onto which it proposed that the skip could be placed.  C’llr Close will continue to follow this matter up.

Tidworth Pilot Area Community Board.
C’llr Caddick reported that further to her update at item 6.1 the TACB Members had received briefings on a range of Disability issues including and the availability of learning and development facilities in the community area, Wellington Academy and the Transport Group.  She asked if there were any villagers that might be missing out on the provision of disability services, but none were identified; she passed round a copy of the Academy Newsletter and asked if a Member might wish to volunteer to be a member of the Transport group at which point the Chairman volunteered.   She also informed Members that non attendance of the police at Parish Council meetings was raised as an issue and asked Members for their view.  Members expressed general satisfaction with the level of attendance by the local officers but suggested that it might be a good idea for the Chief Constable or other senior officer to come and present to the local community on an annual basis.
Cllr Caddick closed her report by stressing to the other Members that engagement with this pilot board, its successor and the Tidworth Community Area partnership is vital in that they will both increasingly provide a real opportunity for the Council to make its voice heard.

16.1 KDC Cllrs Introductions.
16.1.1.

16.1.2. KDC Cllr C Howard introduced himself by saying that he will be standing as a Conservative Party Candidate for election to Wilshire Council at the elections to be held in June 2009.  He then gave short a résumé of his relevant personal history and experience.
The Chairman thanked both Councillors for making the effort to come and   introduce themselves and asked them to pass their best wishes to Cllr Veasey who has been unwell of late.
16.2
Police Report.  As PC Randle was unable to attend he submitted a written report which the Chairman summarised by saying that the matter reported last month relating to a problem dog in the village has been resolved, sadly the dog was destroyed.  No new issues this month in Chute Forest but in the Chutes in general there were four calls, one for a false alarm at a residential property, one concerning a elderly male who was located safe and well, a welfare concern for a suicidal male who had consumed a large amount of alcohol and self harmed who was located with a minor injury.  Finally an anonymous report relating to anti social behaviour in Upper Chute which on arrival of Police units turned out to be nothing.  The Neighbourhood Bulletin is getting more popular and has also improved the two way passage of information and a volunteer is needed to print off a hard copy to display in a prominent place in the village.
The Chairman thanked PC Randle in his absence and suggested that PC Randle contact Mr Chris Stock with a view to displaying hard copies of the e-bulletin.
16.3.   Cllr Close informed the Members that on Wednesday 4th February 2009 he and the Clerk will be attending a briefing on how the planning process will be run under Wilshire County.
