The Chairman introduced Chris Stock (Chairman of the Management Committee of the KGPF) who would respond to councillor’s questions regarding the way forward for the playing field.

13.3  Declaration of Trust 
Councillors, having studied this document, which had been circulated before the meeting, asked further questions of Chris Stock who explained 
1. If the two Parish Councils sign a Declaration of Trust, effectively creating the field as a charity; the 2 Parish Councils would initially be trustees. Due to low cash turnover, the charity would not be registered. 
2. On submission of this document to the Charity Commission, the Commission would prepare a Charity Scheme, preparing to convert the Parish Council's Trusteeship to 'Custodian Trusteeship' and forming the Management Committee who would be ‘Charity Trustees’
3. All financial responsibilities and all liabilities would then come under the Charity Commission. 

Members RESOLVED that Cllr Cherrington signed the declaration of Trust and the accompanying letter on behalf on Chute Forest Parish Council

14 AOB
Wiltshire Councillor Cllr C Howard reported 
· August has been very quiet at Wiltshire Council.

· The worry is about the cuts and spending review from the Government in October, which will be something like we have never seen before, but will possibly be more at the management level.
· Cllr Howard brought to the members attention a scheme that was discussed at the recent TCAB meeting, called Community Payback. A group of 7 people have to give voluntary labour and are available to do various jobs in the community for 7 hours per week. Jobs such as clearing footpaths, painting railings, strimming and mowing were outlined. This may be of some use in our community. Councils must have public liability insurance and there must not be any Health and Safety concerns.

· The Cardboard and Plastic waste recycling consultation finished in August, and the council is waiting to hear the outcome. It will probably start next year, but that very much depends on the outcome of the consultation.
