12. Tidworth Area Board

Cllr Caddick attended this meeting and  reported:

· The main item for this meeting was the Waste Site Consultation and the plans for the 3 identified sites,namely Pickpit Hill, Everleigh and Castledown Business Park .This remains contentious, and a Public meeting has been arranged for Monday 6th June 2011 in Ludgershall Memorial Hall at 7.00pm.
· Tedworth House occupants will be moving in towards the end of June and the beginning of July

· SAFFA forces and holding a bike ride with various different length courses 

· The Area Board still have funding available 

13. Footpaths

Cllr Close reported that footpath 5 still had a very tall crop of Rape covering the footpath. The clerks email to Esther Daly requesting some action had to date not received any reply


Cllr Pike reported that at the end of Bridleway 3 the gate post which had been “wrenched” some while ago is still in a state of disrepair, however it is not really causing a problem.

14. Village Hall

Cllr Geraghty reported:

· The hall was in good financial health
· The hall booking fees may have to increase

· Clanville Village hall has closed and potential booking are being directed to Chute Village Hall, one of which is a Camera Club with a regular booking 

· Would like to attract more people from the Chutes to use the hall

· The gates will hopefully be in place soon

· Gravel to be put in car park

· Chute Forest Parish Council invoices to be paid quarterly
15. Roads

Cllr Pike had met with Ray Mackenzie from Wiltshire Council. Together they had toured the Parish to enable Cllr Pike to explain how everything works in the Parish, so that Wiltshire Council would have a good understanding and  be better informed .

Finger posts were brought to Mr Mackenzie’s attention, but he stated that there was no money available for repainting or refurbishing them at this time, but they could be washed 

Cllr Pike also showed Mr Mackenzie the two hills that need gritting during inclement weather. Mr Mackenzie said they now have their Landrovers fitted with large shovels on the front to help clear more rural roads.

Wiltshire Police ~ PCSO P. Royston reported:

 On Monday 4 April the internal structure of our Neighbourhood Policing Teams (NPT's) changed. The change will not affect the local service that we offer at beat level but is designed to improve effective partnership working by having one team servicing one Community Area. This will result in the number of NPT's reducing from 76 to 27 and therefore reducing some of the bureaucracy and allowing more time to be spent on their areas. In line with the Force’s commitment to neighbourhood policing, the realignment will see no redeployment or reduction of neighbourhood policing officer staffing levels. The Amesbury sector will become one NPT with the existing three areas covered by the current Community Beat Manager’s supported by their PCSO’s. 
 
This change coincides with the upgrading of our Force NPT computer system. The system stores information, such as contacts, NPT priorities and consultation/meeting details, with some of this information feeding the external website. It will be easier for NPT's to input, share, store and retrieve information using the new system and officers will be able to update it on their PDA's( personal handheld computers) so they can carry out this work when on patrol. Officers are currently receiving training and these new working practices should ensure more flexibility and more efficient working practices.
Cllr Caddick asked if there had been any recent reports of theft from churches in our area. PCSO Royston said none that she new of since about 4 months ago.
Cllr Pike had received a copy of a letter from a parishioner with regards to requesting there neighbours to trim some trees near to the boundary of their property.

Cllr Close had received an email from a parishioner with regards to the replacement of a fence at their property.
