9 Tidworth Area Board. 
The clerk attended an extraordinary meeting on 6th June 2011 with regard to the proposed Waste site at Castledown Business Park Ludgershall, and reported the following:
There were 250 to 300 hundred local people in attendance, and the room was highly charged, with some heckling
Hills Waste put there proposals forward:
Castledown Business Park site has the right type of Planning permission.
The proposed site is 1.92 acres with a closed building of approx 28,000 sq. ft.
Incoming refuse collection vehicles and kerbside vehicles run by WC will bring the waste to be sorted into bays and kept there until the bays are full then lorries come and take the waste to various other sites.
The waste will be brought from as far away as Mere, Salisbury Tisbury as well as more locally
Operation is from 7am to 6pm Mon to Fri and 7am to 12.30 Sat 
Peak operation time for the lorries coming and going (they say) would be 1.30 to 3pm
The strategy of WC is to reduce tha amount of waste sent to landfill sites, as the tax is currently £56 per ton, going up to £80 in a few years
10 years ago 80% went to landfill, last year 37% went to landfill
Castledown Business Park would allow safe management of waste and a reduction to landfill and there would be efficient bulking and delivery of recyclables and non recyclable waste 
The current sites at Everleigh and Thorney Down will need to close by 2016 because they will not meet current standards
Everleigh site would not get planning permission for a large building because it is in open countryside 
Thorney Down is a landfill site, and you cannot build on a land fill site and there is no further room for a building, although it does have a weigh bridge
There were numerous questions from the floor which included Pest Control, Smell, Numbers of vehicles, timing of the movement of vehicles, proximity to the Wellington Academy school, the proximity of the new proposed housing estate on the old DMED site and the feelings of the current tenants of the Business Park
There is a consultation process and people were urged to take part and register their comments before 8th August 


Tidworth Area Board The Clerk attended a meeting on Monday 18th July 2011 at Enford and reported the following:
“No to Waste”(Castledown Business park proposed waste site) brought a petition of over 1000 signatures and handed it over to the Chairman to take to WC
Community Speedwatch – Enford gave a presentation of how this scheme is working well in Enford , as it is one of 5 locations in Wiltshire trialling this idea
Help to live at home – A presentation was given – 
Older peoples care in Wiltshire has changed little over the last 20 years.
There are far too many organisations and money is wasted by duplication and older people cannot easily find out who or where they can get the relevant help needed 
A great deal of research has been done with older people, and the main theme was that people do not want to go into care homes, they want the help to come into their own homes.
In September 2011 a new service called “Help to live at home” comes into operation   with just one organisation for our area to cover all needs
There will also be a Telecare and crisis response system starting next year, with a call centre in Wiltshire; it will be available to all older people.
New waste and recycling service – this starts in October with a blue lidded wheelie bin for our cardboard and plastic waste to be collected fortnightly.
In February 2012 there will be a new fortnightly non chargeable garden waste collection with green lidded bins. Need to opt-in for this service by completing a form or filling in a form online by 30th September. A second Garden Bin is available at £30 per annum.
Funds for Village events to Mark the 2012 Olympics and Jubilee – there are £11,000 earmarked for discretionary grants for financial assistance to stage celebrations/events to mark the Olympics and Jubilee. Grants available up to £1000 and match funding is not a condition .The applications must go to your local town or parish council first, and then they will be forwarded on to the board, closing date 16th January 2012.
10 Footpaths: 
Cllr Close reported that Footpath 5 is more or less accessible as the rape has been cut away 

Cllr Pike reported that a tree and some laurel bushes had come down on Bridleway 3 up through great Lodge Copes to St Marys Church and Cllr Close undertook to contact the land owner over this situation
11 Village Hall: 
Cllr Geraghty reported there had not been a committee meeting so nothing to report. They have found someone to cut the grass
12 Roads:
Cllr Cherrington thanked Cllr Howard for all the hard work he has put into sorting out the winter gritting problem in Lodge Lane down to Biddesden Crossroads.
Cllr Cherrington reported that an excellent job had been done by WC in resurfacing Lodge Lane
The Parish Steward system has now changed – the steward has stopped contacting the liaison person in the villages and instead drives around the area looking to see what jobs need attention.  If there are particular jobs that we feel need attention then we can ring the Area Highways Engineer, Graham Axtell 01722 746860
13 King George’s Field:
Cllrs discussed the AGM minutes and the Committee meeting minutes, having been previously circulated.
Cllr Cherrington reported that the Pavilion roof is to be insulated and that there is a problem with dogs fouling in the children’s play areas, so they are looking into the cost of fencing this area.
After a lengthy discussion Cllr Cherrington proposed £350 donation be given to the playing field, this was seconded by Cllr Close
