Minutes of the Chute Forest Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 20th November 2008.

7.1 The RFO presented for approval a current liquidity statement and bank reconciliation as at 20th November 2008.
Members noted the statement and reconciliations, but had no comment at this time.

Members RESOLVED to set the budget for F Y09/10.

7.3 Having set the budget the reserves policy was reviewed and set the general reserve level at 85% of the FY 08/09 Precept.  Then having taken into consideration the anticipated income and expenditure levels for FY 09/10 and the specific reserves for a new notice board and parish elections  the    
Members RESOLVED to set the Precept for FY 09/10 at £1900 an £150 increase on FY 08/09.

The Chairman’s reported the successful outcome of the annual ROSPA inspection and that two new cricket wickets had been laid by the cricket team.  He informed the Members that Mr Chris Stock is to take over as Chairman. 

Members recorded their thanks to Mr Jim Foxen and Mr Chris Stock for their unstinting efforts in the maintenance and furtherance of the vital village facility.

Due to Clrr Milligan’s absence through ill health no report was offered. 
12. Roads. 
C’llr Pike had nothing to report.  
13.  Amenity Skips.
C’llr Close reported that the land onto which it was agreed the skip could be placed has just been sold, with the new owner taking possession on 4th December 2008.  Unfortunately, the forthcoming owner has no indication of the Council’s proposals, and therefore the skip will be postponed until the Council has an opportunity to discuss and hopefully agree with them on the placement of the skip.

Tidworth Pilot Area Community Board.
In the absence of C’llr Caddick the Clerk read out a report from Cllr Caddick saying that for a 12 month trial period there will three elected WC Councillors from the Tidworth Community Area on the actual board and that any mutually agreed delegation of local services from WC to Towns and Parishes will not take place before April 2010.  The next meeting of the pilot board is planned for 12th January 2009 with a final meeting of the pilot board on 23rd February 2009.

17.1 WCC Hall reported that:
17.1.1 That there are vacancies on the Standards Committee of Wiltshire Council and he encouraged Members to consider applying. 
17.1.2 The Boundary Committee has made its final recommendations which confirm that under the Unitary Authority Chute Forest will sit within the Collingbournes & Netheravon Ward of the Tidworth Community Area Board.  The Electoral Commission has until 9th January 2009 to make comment.  Moreover, it is still anticipated that elections to the Unitary Authority will take place on 4th June 2009.
17.1.3 The Implementation Executive set up to oversee the move to the Unitary Authority continue to work to ensure that there is a seamless transition.
The members thanked WCC Hall for his report.

17.2 PC M Randle reported in a written report that there had one call in relation to Chute Forest itself and that is in connection with a dog biting another dog. Enquiries are continuing into this matter.  The Neighbourhood bulletin is now being circulated regularly, as and when something happens rather than a fixed publishing date. This gives a lot more flexibility and allows him to almost get things out in real time and also means he can get replies /help just as quickly.   He had two leads from one bulletin concerning theft of diesel from a farm in Collingbourne Kingston so the system is working well and should improve further as more people join the distribution list (email him at mark.randle@wiltshire.pnn.police.uk and he will do the rest).
