The Chairman reported nothing more other than that which he had reported at the Annual Parish Meeting except to say that the cricket team is doing well and the new wicket is holding up.   Both football teams played throughout the last season.  The Chute Fete is to be held on the 20 June 2009.

Cllr Milligan reported that the accounts showed a small excess of income over expenditure of circa £300.00.  A new Chair is in place and is doing well.  A substantial grant has been received to support the remedial works and the current quotes are being revisited with a view to reducing the repair bill.

16.1. WCC Cllr Report.
W CC Cllr Hall submitted the following written report:

We have seen the start of Wiltshire Council on 1 April this year.  From the 5 budgets £8 M was saved in FY 08/09. FY 10/11 we are on course for a saving of £18 M a year over the total of the old five budgets. I want to stress the importance of the new Area Board system that we have piloted in both Pewsey and Tidworth. Supporting the Board is the Tidworth Area Community Partnership, at present it meets four times, you have place at the table - fill it. The Tidworth Area Board will meet six times a year. It can call those who deliver services to account. You cannot vote at the Board but your Unitary Councillor can vote and he cannot but work on your behalf; the Board has three councillors and a Wiltshire Council Cabinet member attends, to hear what your concerns are but he/she has no vote. A rather unusual system has been devised to ensure that there are always three councillors at the Tidworth Board; if a councillor cannot attend, a substitute, from the Pewsey Board will act in his place; if the Pewsey Board is short of a councillor a Tidworth member covers the vacancy.  As some of you know I am standing as the Conservative Party Candidate for the new Division called "Pewsey Vale" -  the villages of Wilcot and Huish (with Oare) are in the Pewsey Vale Division but to the others I would like to say how much I have enjoyed the last four years working with you and say goodbye."
16.2
Amenity Skip.
Clrr Close reported that the skip arrived on time was duly filled, however the Members noted that other Cllr Close no other users made a voluntary contribution for making use of the skip.
