Cllr Caddick reported
· Big changes to take place at Tedworth House. It is to become the Personnel Recovery and Assessment Centre for Help the Heroes, with a new wing being built.

· The Tidworth Area Community Awards are to be held at the Wellington Academy on 25th May 2011, there are various new categories. Nomination packs will be available at the next TAB meeting.

· The result of the Cardboard and Plastic Recycling consultation is that there definitely will be kerbside collections.

· Grit Bins ~ The highway authority reported that having lots of grit bins is not cost effective for the following reasons:

· The salt content, which is mixed with the grit, is so concentrated that the amount needed to be spread on the roads to be effective is very small, but the public have not been sufficiently educated in the use of the contents of the bins, and spread far too much which is obviously uneconomical.

·  The salt/grit does not work at all if spread on snow
· The salt/grit is not at all effective if the temperature is below -11C

· Making sure all the bins are topped up takes vital staff resources away from other cold weather duties 

· Plans were displayed with regard to the new Theatre to be built in Tidworth,  outside the wire, which should be ready in 2013

· Prince Andrew is to become a patron of the Wellington Academy 

· Fire and Rescue service advised there was free fire safety advice for the elderly. Other advice given was that everyone should check their smoke alarms, fit new batteries and check each alarm is working efficiently.
