ANNUAL MEETING

Minutes of the Chute Forest Parish Council Annual Meeting held on Thursday 20th May 2010.

1. Election of Chairman.  – Cllr Rowan Cherrington was elected as Chairman of the Parish Council meeting by those attending and signed the Acceptance of Office.
2. Apologies for Absence.  Cllr D Close (Vice Chairman) and  Wiltshire Council - Cllr C Howard
3. Election of Vice Chairman.  Cllr David Close was elected as the Vice Chairman.
4. Allocation of Roles and Responsibilities.  Having considered a written brief presented by the Clerk on the appointment to the KGPF Management Committee the Specific Roles Members RESOLVED that the responsibilities were allocated as follows:

King George Playing Fields Management Committee –Cllr R Cherrington be nominated as the Council’s Appointee & Mr J Foxen  and Mr C Stock be appointed but as non - voting members as an interim measure but subject to review.   Members further RESOLVED that there would now be a requirement to amend the current KGPF constitution and to set down the terms of reference for the Councillor appointed to the King George Playing Fields Management Committee and that  this would have to be done in conjunction with Chute Parish Council.  Moreover, the Members wished to express their gratitude to the current Members of the Management Committee for their hard work to date.

7. Minutes of previous meeting.  Minutes of the previous meeting of 18th March 2010 and Annual Parish Meeting of 16th April 2010 having circulated, Cllr Caddick proposed that the minutes be signed as a true record, seconded by Cllr Milligan.

9.1 WALC Newsletter which been previously circulated.  Members noted that no pay increase had been awarded to Parish Clerks however increments would be continued to be paid.

10.1 The Clerk drew the Members attention to the advice already offered in his written brief.

10.2 The Members having considered the Clerk’s advice they then reviewed the governance issues:
10.2.1 It was recorded that at a meeting held with WALC in April2010 that although there is an aspiration to transfer the assets and liabilities to a Charitable Trust there is no precedent for doing so and that it will take some time to achieve Charitable Trust Status.   Moreover there is a possibility that the assets and liabilities may have to be controlled and managed by a lead Council.
10.2.2 It was recorded that signed and audited accounts for 2008/09 remain to be presented.

10.2.3 It was recorded that end of 2009/10 report supported by audited accounts remains to be presented.

10.2.4 It was noted that  as recorded at item 7.4 of January 2010 minutes that 2010/11 Budget specifically not approved and that  no capital spend or liabilities may be entered into.

10.3 Given the decision at item 4.1 and items 10.2.1-10.2.4 Members RESOLVED that the King George account was to be frozen with immediate effect and was to remain frozen until Terms of Reference for Councillor Appointee had been drawn up and endorsed by Chute PC and Chute Forest PC.  Therefore the current Management Committee must refer all decisions on financial matters to the two Councils.

11.1  Having reviewed the effectiveness of the internal audit in line with the guidance set out in the “Practitioners’ Guide” and the subsequent report 
Members RESOLVED that they considered the internal audit to be effective and accepted the report at Section 4 of the Annual Report.

Members RESOLVED to approve the accounts as presented in Section 1 of the Annual Return.

Members RESOLVED to reappoint him as the Council’s Competent Internal Auditor. However, this may be subject to review

Members RESOLVED to approve the existing Terms of Reference. 

11.8 Having considered authorising the payment of the new Clerk’s training course the

11.9 Having reviewed the renewal of the WALC & NALC annual subscription of £ 43.00
Members RESOLVED to pay the subscription of £43.00.
