10 Tidworth Area Board.
The Clerk attended the meeting on Monday 19th September, and reported the following: 
Hills Waste Site at Castledown Business Park. 

1165 comments had been received, of which 70% were against the sites at Ludgershall and Pickpit Hill during the consultation period. There had also been a 1036 signature petition against the proposed site presented to the Cabinet. Due to this large response it will not be taken forward to Cabinet until November as every one has to be read and assessed.

Youth activities

There was a video presentation given of the youth activities that had taken place over the summer period, some of which took place in Ludgershall. 259 young persons had taken part, the boys outnumbering the girls by 3:1. 68 of these young persons had never before taken part in any similar activities. All these activities were free, but a warning was given that due to budgetary cuts it may be very hard to sustain this for next year and some youth centres may have to close.

Police

The new area inspector introduced himself, Christian Lange. He replaces Martin Sweett.

As of 8th September the new police helpdesk number to ring is 101 for non urgent calls, and then you can choose which force you require to speak to.

Wellington Academy

850 students now attend the academy with 150 in the sixth form. The boarding house is now up and running with 15 boarders, but can take up to 100. 9 students who went to university this year from the academy were from families who had never had a family member attend university before.

Army 
A life long resident from  Ludgershall came to the meeting to complain about the helicopters flying over Ludgershall and the Chutes at very low levels all day and quite a lot of late night low flying, at which a Chinnock came overhead at the meeting (as if by design!). She said that there seemed to be far more activity than in years gone by.

Cllr Howard reported that due to the restructuring the Chief Executive of WC had been made redundant and the 4 corporate directors had been reduced to 3 thus saving a substantial amount of money 

There is a large over budget for the current financial year on Care costs.

Blue lidded wheelie bins will be delivered to all householders very shortly for recycling of cardboard and plastic with collections starting in December. 

There has been a wonderful response of 600 volunteers in Wiltshire to keep the libraries open, some of which are Chute Forest residents. Due to this response no libraries in Wiltshire will now have to close.
